Abstract - These instructions indicate you the guidelines for preparing the full text for the papers to be edited at the GROUND'2012 Proceedings. The abstract length is one or two pages. The paper length is limited: no more than 6 pages and no less than 4 pages.    
1 - INTRODUCTION

The goal of this document is to assure an acceptable quality for the printed material. In order to standardize the text style and dimensions, a few rules were established and are presented in this text. These pages may be copied and used directly as the text model.

From the second page on, the text should start from the beginning of the page.  The paragraphs should begin without indentation and be separated by one single line. 

The figures and tables should be included at one of the double columns. However, in cases where it is not possible, they may be positioned at the end of the text, occupying the two-column space. The table and figure titles should be positioned just bellow them.

2 - BASIC CONSIDERATIONS

A suggestion of text organization (which has not to be necessarily followed) is presented in the following items. 

In this suggestion, the paper first topic should be  "Introduction" and the second one "Basic Considerations", as it is exemplified in the previous and present items. The content nature of each of these topics is explained in the items 2.1 and 2.2.

2.1 - Introduction 

The problem into consideration should be characterized and its significance (in practical or theoretical engineering perspective) may be clarified.

2.2 - BASIC CONSIDERATION

In this topic, the authors may present the background, which is necessary for understanding the development presented in the paper (if it is necessary). 


This second topic may be followed by the items "Developments", "Results", "Analysis of the Results", "Conclusions", "References" and "Main Author". The content nature of these items is explained in the following topics.

3 - DEVELOPMENTS

The authors may explain their realizations concerning the work into consideration.

4 - RESULTS

The theoretical, experimental or computational results may be showed by means of figures, tables or other means.

5 - ANALYSIS OF THE RESULTS

The quality and consequences of the results may be discussed.  Comparison with other references or between measured and simulated results is very appreciated. 
6 - conclusions

In the conclusion the authors should emphasize the contribution of their work.

7 - REFERENCES

In the text, the references should be cited into brackets,   ( .. " the  problem has only one solution [1] , so.... ) and in the "Reference item" it should have the format:
